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Lustraéni zakony v Ceské republice

Because of a number of scandals concerning the post-communist echelons of power,
which were connected with the purging of public life, public discussions on the activities
of the Czechoslovak Communist Party’s nomenklatura, including the secret police (State
Security) and the use of a widespread Soviet-style network of agents, political
representatives became convinced of the need to amend legislation to protect the fragile
democratic establishment of that time.

In response to the activity of a Federal Assembly committee, which revealed the
contexts of 17 November 1989, in the years 1991-1992, the federal parliament and the
Czech National Council adopted two so-called “lustration” laws, which were intended to
prevent the persistent infiltration of the upper echelons of the state administration by
people who had been compromised through serving or cooperating with communist
totalitarian power in the years 1948-1989.

Despite a certain lack of comprehension on the part of some Western institutions,
both laws gradually became symbols of the systemic vanquishing of the remnants of the
totalitarian system in post-communist states. Nevertheless, the vague application of
these laws in the Czech Republic and their abolishment in Slovakia was symptomatic of
the quality of the process of purifying society. The constant political battle over their
existence reflects a never-ending dispute about the nature of the “Velvet” Revolution and
the post-totalitarian system in Czechoslovakia and the Czech Repubilic.

Zivota, vefejné diskuse o innosti nomenklatury Komunistické strany Ceskoslovenska,
jejich mocenskych slozek, véetné Statni bezpecnosti, pouzivani masové agenturni sité
sovétského typu dospéla politicka reprezentace k nutnosti zakonné Gpravy ochrany
tehdejSiho kiehkého demokratického Ustavniho zfizeni.

V reakci na ¢innost komise Federalniho shromazdéni odhalujici souvislosti 17.
listopadu 1989 prijal v letech 1991 a7 1992 federalni parlament a Ceska narodni rady
dva tzv. lustracni zakony se zamér zabranit trvajici infiltraci Spi¢ek statniho aparatu
osobami kompromitovanymi sluzbou a spolupraci s komunistickou totalitni moci v letech
1948 - 1989.

Oba zakony se postupné staly - i pres urcité nepochopeni ze strany nékterych
zapadnich instituci - symboly systémového prekonavani pozlstatku totalitniho systému
v postkomunistickych statech. Symptomatické pro kvalitu procesu spolecenské ocisty
vSak byla jejich vagni aplikace v Ceské republice a zruseni na Slovensku. Neustaly
politicky souboj o jejich existenci je nekoncicim sporem o povahu ,sametové” revoluce a
posttotalitniho systému v Ceskoslovensko a Ceské republice.
